GENERAL BACKGROUND

What is the CEO Summit? How is it different from the other meetings taking place during the APEC meetings in Hawaii?
The APEC CEO Summit is the Asia-Pacific's premier business event, drawing thousands of economic and business leaders from around the region and beyond. The 2011 CEO Summit will allow business executives to engage with global leaders, to network with CEOs from hundreds of top Asia-Pacific companies, and to forge connections with economic thought leaders from around the region and the world. Do you have a finalized list of who will be participating in the CEO Summit?
The APEC 2011 CEO Summit will attract leaders from the 21 APEC member economies as well as more than 1,500 high-level private sector representatives. Confirmed and likely participants include U.S. President Barack Obama, Russian President Dmitry Medvedev, Chinese President Hu Jintao, and Australian Prime Minister Julia Gillard along with J&J CEO William Weldon, Eli Lilly & Company CEO Dr. John Lechleiter, Google Executive Chairman Eric Schmidt, Microsoft Chief Strategy Officer Craig Mundie and Wal-Mart Asia CEO Scott Price.


CREDENTIALS AND REGISTRATION

How do I register to attend the APEC CEO Summit?
In order to participate, journalists must follow a two-step registration process:

NOTE:  Media MUST be registered with the State Department in order to attend the CEO Summit. 


When will registration for the APEC CEO Summit end?
Media registration for both the APEC Hawaii U.S. State Department credentialing and for the APEC CEO Summit will close on Friday, October 7, 2011.  Media MUST be registered with the State Department in order to attend the CEO Summit.  The State Department website will close on Friday, October 7, 2011 at midnight EDT, and will not accept subsequent applications.


I have already registered with the State Department to cover the Leaders Meetings.  Do I need to have additional credentials in order to cover the CEO Summit?
Yes.  All media must register with the CEO Summit in order to attend.


Once I have registered, when will I be informed that my registration is successful?  
Registered media will receive confirmation of receipt via e-mail no later than November 1, 2011.


I’m traveling with my economy’s official delegation.  Do I still need to register?
Yes.  All media must register with the CEO Summit in order to attend.


I registered, but now am unable to make the event.  Is it possible to be replaced by someone within my organization? 
Please communicate changes in staff as soon as they are known. The applicant will have to complete the same process and register prior to the October 7 deadline. As long as he or she has the required, valid materials, registration shouldn’t be a problem.  

EVENT LOGISTICS

Will media be issued separate media badges for the CEO Summit?  
Yes.  Press will be issued separate supplemental badges for the CEO Summit that must be worn at all time.  Badges can be picked up at the following times and locations:

• November 10: At the APEC International Media Center located at the Hawaii Convention Center in Honolulu.  

• November 11 and 12: At the CEO Summit Media registration table located at the Waikiki Sheraton Hotel.


Will all of the sessions be open to the press?
Yes.  All of the CEO Summit sessions will be open to the press.  However, due to limited available space, sessions that include Leaders from APEC economies will be pooled.
